HOW TO

Joining the Playford Volunteer Team is easy - just
follow the steps below.

Step 1 - Thinking about what's involved
Before you apply for a volunteer position, we ask
that you consider the following questions:

e What is your motivation for volunteering -
is it to learn new skills, make a difference
in the community, meet new people or just
have fun?

e What time do you have available and are
you able to make a commitment?

e Are you prepared to undertake training
necessary for the role?

Step 2 - Finding the right volunteer position
Check if there is a vacancy and consider if it
matches your motivation.

Step 3 - Contact us
Contact the Program Coordinator listed on the
vacancy to make an appointment for an interview

Step 4 - Interview
e At the interview, your interest and
suitability for the role/s you have selected
are discussed and any questions you may
have will be addressed
